AEG Association Leadership Changes - Update from Greg Hempen
There was a revision to the 2017 ballot for the AEG officers after the Board of Directors' (BoD') approval, which required the BoD’ second approval.  Kathy Troost, who was not in attendance at the May 2017 BoD’ Meeting, needed to resign as 2016-17 VP/President-Elect.  The slate of 2017-18 AEG Officer nominees approved at the May 2017 BoD' Meeting were: Bill Godwin - Secretary; Cynthia Palomares - Treasurer; Dave Fenster (who had been appointed as Interim VP) - VP/President-Elect; and, Kevin Richards (who was the 2016-17 AEG Treasurer) - President.  The four officer positions would have been required for election, unlike most years with three positions open for election.
