On Tuesday, February 6, 2018, geologists and related professionals from all over Missouri will meet with state legislators for “Shaking Hands.”  This is an annual event held in Jefferson City. 
The geologists meet with some lawmakers individually, especially those who already have or plan to introduce legislation relevant to geoscience and related work. Portable exhibits and handouts will be set up in the Rotunda of the State Capitol building to illustrate and advocate for the value of geoscience and geoscientists.
Over the years, this event has resulted in legislators and government officials making more informed decisions that affect the entire state of Missouri. In late 2017, a special task force reviewed the role and value of all state boards and commissions.  While many boards and commissions were merged or eliminated by that task force, all of the boards and commissions that involve any aspect of geoscience – such as the Missouri Seismic Safety Commission, the Geologists Registration Board, and others – will continue, unchanged, in their service to Missouri.
